On 29 December 1969 three airline pilots who were retired late in :
1969 under the "age 60 rule” filed suit tn the United States District
Court for the Distriet of Columbia for Declaratory Judgment and
Injunctive relief from that part of Pederal Aviation Regulations
pertaining to the age €0 limit for air line pilotz. The basis for
the suit {5 almost entirely the Lovelace Study vhich &s ecited through
out the brief. ¥hile the United States Department of Justice will
defend the suit the agency and specifically the Office of Aviation
Medicine vill be sxpected to previde the scientific and medical
support te defend the rule.

It is our understanding that the National Institutes of Health hae
withdrawn or vill no longer support the study. It would be most
belpful if you would provide us with a copy of the Site Reviev
Cormittee's Report or information concerning the remasons for the
decision to terminate support of the study.
